This had gone extremely well and there had been a good show by the ‘chain gang’ of Mayors.
7/11/23 Nominations for co-option 

It was agreed to co-opt Mr D Leonard
8/11 23 HS2 update

The sudden announcement of the cancelling of the Manchester leg of HS2 had left a number of significant loose ends:
Properties acquired to clear the route, boreholes, early environmental schemes future management. The HS2 Coordinator remains in post and will liaise with local authorities.
9/11/23 Proposal to establish a planning committee

It was agreed that the council act as a planning committee between council meetings should any member wish to have a council view on a planning application.
10/11/23 Facebook update and newsletter

The Facebook page was now improving and needed more input. Also the Clerk would check if it was linked to the website.
11/11/23 Boundary changes

Following the parliamentary boundary changes the Borough Council was now reviewing the ward boundaries in Cheshire East to see if equitable distribution of voters and area could be achieved.
12/11/23 Planning Applications and consultations
The council expressed views on the following applications:

23 384/N Conversion of cattle shed for storage
The council were concerned about the size of vehicles that may be attracted to an already rather restricted junction and notes too that part of the wall and the house itself are Grade 2 listed structures.

It was also close to a height restricted bridge.

The Council feels there was a need for more clarity on

1. What will be stored

2. What size vehicles will be used

3. Any restrictions of hours of operation

23/3000N Garage at Pewitt Lane
The council noted that the proposed garage had been rotated but were concerned that it was still in front of the house and is rather large in proportion to the house itself which they think may be contrary to planning regulations.

23/4106N Proposed Agricultural Road

The Council had no objection to this application but noted that there was an existing track which did not have planning permission.

23/4281N Foxes Bank Farm
The Council had no objection to this subject to the approval of the Environment Agency

Planning consultations
Cheshire East Council had a number of consultations in hand. Cllr Clowes asked members to look at them and make comments as appropriate either personally or through the Clerk.

13/11/23 Borough Councillor’s Report

Cllr Clowes was seeking a meeting with Tom Evans to consider what changes might be needed to the Neighbourhood Plan following the various SPDs out for consultation.

Cheshire East was experiencing budgetary problems and will be introducing a charge for emptying green bins and reviewing car parking charges across the borough. The Council was expecting a deficit of £18m.
Among high costs were the charges for adult and children’s social care.
14/11/23 Ward Members’ Reports

Cllr Frodsham was concerned about drainage issues at Dingle Lane and the amount of silt leachate in the area.

Cllr Blake asked for progress on her ragwort complaint. The Clerk said he had had no success with this and would forward the email he’d had to Cllr Blake.
